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LEGAL DESCRIPTION
AIRPORT SITE

The City of Leesburg on May 8, 1961 passed a resolution deeding
approximately 71.2 acres of land to the Lake County Board of Con-
struction for the purpose of establishing and maintaining thereon
a junior college. A description of this property is as follows:

That portion of the Southeast Quarter (SE%) of the South-
west Quarter (SW%) of Section 15, Township 19 South, Range
25 East, lying South of Silver Lake, lots 4 to 17 inclusive
of Block 40 of Silver Lake Estates, according to a plat

thereof recorded in Plat Book 3 at Page 26, Public Records of
Lake County, Florida.

That portion of the Northeast Quarter (NE%) of the Northwest
Quarter (NW%), Section 22, Township 19 South, Range 25 East,
lying North of the right-of-way of U. S. Highway No, 441; That
portion of the West Half (W%) of the Northwest Quarter (NW%) of
the Northeast Quarter (NE%) of Section 22, Township 19 South,
Range 25 East lying North of U. S, Highway No. 441; the East
Half (E%) of the Northwest Quarter (NW%) of the Northeast
Quarter (NE%) and the Northeast Quarter (NE%) of the Southwest
Quarter (SW%) of the Northeast Quarter (NE%), Section 22,
Township 19 South, Range 25 East, Save and Except the right-
of-way of the U. S. Highway No. 441.

There are no easements or right-or-way within the Leesburg Airport Site.

The Leesburg Airport Site was inspected in 1958 by a visiting committee
for the State Board of Education. At that time, the nature of the

land conditions, soil.conditions and test borings were looked into.
This committee satisfied themselves that there were no conditions
present which might possibly be detrimental to the erecting of college
buildings on this site,
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
